· Summer school is good for getting extra credits or improving marks, not so good for re-doing a failed course – not enough detail, too fast paced
· Daily homework is very important in math to keep up and understand the concepts; practice tests help students do better

· Carter supports students who decide to return after Grade 12 to pick up courses in case of career change etc.
· Elizabeth Crowe says there is a book, possibly online, which shows all pre-requisites and requirements for every university course in Ontario

· Students are encouraged to take courses that are “recommended”  as well as those that are “required” in order to avoid coming back for extra courses

· Each math teacher has a night where they stay after school to offer extra help to students – “homework room”  for remedial or reinforcement math
