●CCCHS Awards Night October 02 was very well attended by record numbers of students and their families. ● CCCHS had many renovations over the summer. It seemed as if the school was torn apart and put back together.
The HVAC system was totally replaced to a cost of $1.3 million and work continues on the system. It is hoped to be completed during October. The heating is finished and ready for winter.
The Library was repainted, carpets removed and new floors laid as well as improvements on other systems.

The halls and stairways have been repainted. As well, the lockers in Carter colours – green and gold – ‘Carter to the heart’!
