	· Report cards go home Nov. 5/09

· Parent-Teacher Interview Night: Nov.12

· Parents can also follow up by phone with the teacher after the interview if more time is needed
· Early warning letters are sent out to parents of students who are struggling – achieving under 60%

· Intervention meetings continue with guidance, principal, vice principal, attendance councillor as part of the Student Success Team initiative
· Students can work with VP and guidance to balance their course and homework schedules
· H1N1: Info re:H1N1 is available on the school and Board website;  student attendance is being monitored; school cannot tell parents of confirmed cases as health dept. is not reporting this; school is encouraging proper hygiene: frequent hand washing, coughing into sleeve etc; custodians are cleaning doorknobs, lockers, handrails and other high use areas; Board is supplying hand sanitizers; Mr. Maurice has also purchased hand sanitizer for the classrooms; students can bring their own hand sanitizer providing they do not share it with others
· Parents need to provide up-to-date contact information so that the school can call them if their child becomes sick at school and needs to be picked up.

· Buddy system is important to assist students to catch up on homework if school is missed with illness
·  Distribution of Student Activity Fee: discussion of allocations for 2009-2010;  Athletic fees at Carter and other high  schools discussed in relation to transportation costs; potential need for higher  fees for safety concern that students are bussed and not driven by other students to athletic events
· Course calendars and newsletters are now on the Carter website

· Self-Harm Unit planned in Grade 9 Religion course as part of Family Life Curriculum; this is a Board wide initiative taking place Nov.16-18 to educate students to recognize behaviours; strategies to help students help themselves and others; importance of early intervention; Grade 9 parents to be informed by letter in report cards; option for parents to not have their child participate in this unit: contact Mr. Rosettis, the Grade 9 V.P.

· School Improvement Plan: overview of some of the goals for this year : 1) Literacy /OSSLT results: the school and Board are setting goals and strategies to improve student scores 2) Numeracy: Board Math consultants are working with the Board and school to assist with strategies for course improvements 3) School Mission Statement: strategies are in place to maintain and fulfill this focus in relation to our Catholic faith, community service and daily school life 4) Mentorship and leadership opportunities for students are being created as a form of positive intervention: buddy systems, mentors, student leaders ie: Muskoka Woods; the Student Success Team meetings are working to develop positive traditions in the school
