· Uniform Committee will meet on Nov. 16 at 2:30

· Handout – Board Improvement Plan

· Yolanda is on York Catholic Parent Involvement Committee; they are a direct voice of the community to the board and do workshops with the board
· Oct. 21 – they did a workshop for new chairs and co-chairs to encourage more people to come out and be involved in school councils

· Upcoming on Nov. 13 at St. Max from 8:30 to 12:30 – Catholic School Council Conference - author of Beyond the Bake Sale will be the keynote speaker

· Refer to handout 

· Oct. 25 was a potluck budget committee meeting; refer to handout for distribution of school council funds to various departments

· Conny puts forth a motion for approval of funds distribution – motion passed
· Nov. 4 is Grade 8 Parent Night – the Hospitality committee needs some help 

· Nov. 18 is Parent Teacher Interview Night – the Hospitality committee needs help that night too
· Discussion about handout – Student Activity Report and distribution of Student Activity Fees
· As a result of Mr. Deighan’s  report last year, there is now an athletic fee

· Nikki  Ambrosetti asks if Best Buddies receive funds; Mr. Maurice replies that they do through an umbrella group of funds

· Academics – IB Program – we had a two day authorization visit.

· Ms. Fedrigoni – Exit meeting provides us with commendations, recommendations and matters to be addressed
· We got three commendations – they were impressed with the readiness of everyone involved, they felt we were very well prepared and informed, and they enjoyed the feel of the school

· We have one recommendation – to continue to train our staff

· We have no matters to be addressed!

· The exit team will write a formal report and send it to Geneva; in 2 to 3 months we will see the letter

· We are cautiously optimistic that all will go well and we will be approved
· Mr. Schneider – Specialist High Skills Major Program – we have one more meeting with Mr. Sousa from the board on Nov. 17 before our information goes to the Ministry on Nov. 26 for approval; we are cautiously optimistic
· Dec. 2 is due date for Grade 8 enrollment packages 
· Mr. Maurice – Handout – Board Improvement Plan
· School Improvement Plan – where are we going during the second year of a school improvement plan

· Areas to be addressed include literacy, numeracy, the catholic community of faith, and quality of learning by all

· Pathways are very important  - course selection affects student’s success

· EQAO Results – Nov.2  - meeting with Conny Quadrini who is a consultant from math to go through the results and see where we can improve; also going to go through results from previous years

· Discussion re: Literacy week after school program, OSSLT results – how we can improve from 87% to over 90%; we need to help students improve in weak areas such as inferences
· Teachers are asked to look at literacy across the curriculum; literacy is not only English – it also comes into other subject areas

· Students must know how faith relates to their lives; student leaders must lead; students never forget their Muskoka Woods experience; Carter has a strong Catholic community of faith – several students told Mr. Maurice they prayed for him after the death of his father
· Parents should have a say in what goes on in school
· Ms. Fedrigoni – Carter is having the launch of the York Region Ride program on Nov. 25 at 10:00 a.m. 

· It will be dedicated to Terri Callaway who was killed by an impaired driver; she was a mother of 4 whose children attended Our Lady of the Annunciation; her husband will be here that day for the launch

· Grade 11 and 12 students will be invited, as will OSAID Chapters from other schools and students from feeder schools

· Nov. 3 is Take Your Kid to Work Day for the Grade 9 students

· Mr. Maurice – Uniforms – we will be changing our uniform provider to Halperns because our contract with McCarthy is expiring; Ms. Fedrigoni shows samples; note differences between girl’s and boy’s uniforms

· Nov. 16 is the meeting of the Uniform Committee; they will discuss fabric, among other things

· Discussion re: introduction of new pieces such as walking shorts and cardigans
· Safe Schools Team – Conny is our parent rep.  She is also on the School Crisis Response Team; Tricia is also on the School Crisis Response Team
· We need a community partner from the community at large to be part of the Safe Schools Team
· Communication – some teachers are having problems with their voice mail; having to change their passwords on almost a daily basis due to “phone busters” – people who try to hack into the phone system to acquire confidential information about teachers etc.

· Follow-up re: YRT – discussion re: Aurora bus, Oak Ridges bus; no extra bus at this time even though a second bus route is viable; YRT will look into it again
· Upcoming events – Nov. 1 to 12 – TWC kit drive; Nov. 4 – Grade 8 Parent Night; Nov. 9 – Grade 10 career studies/civics classes switch; Nov. 11 – Remembrance Day and report cards go home – there will be a synavoice message to inform parents that report cards will be coming home; Nov. 12 – P.A. Day; Nov. 18 – Parent Teacher Interview Night – short discussion re: interview length (5 minutes), process for booking interviews
· Our next meeting is on Dec. 6, it will be a Christmas Pot Luck, feel free to bring a goody for sharing
· Lisa Barbon asks if we look at EQAO results from feeder schools – discussion
· Tricia – Post Secondary Night – it would be wise for students to attend this evening in Grade 11 in order to become aware of any pre-requisites they may need for their university courses; Nadia comments that perhaps it would be good to include this evening as part of the Grade 10 careers course
