· In resource role , the officers act as a liaison between parents and school, support school activities, provide presentations and promote relationship building between themselves and the students

· Can be contacted by parents through administration

· Proposal to Council to process funds through school bank account
· 70% of schools do this now; 3 or 4 secondary schools left who do not do this 

· Handout distributed re: Overview of proposal: details, advantages, reporting, Board contacts

· Council maintains control; money is deposited in school bank account, not separate Council account

· Board gets GST rebate; this goes to Council

· No bank service charges to Council

· Ledger maintained by school, deposits made by school

· When Council needs money, form is filled out and  signed by the treasurer, chair and principal

· Cheques produced and printed by school, not Board

· Claire Sackfield  introduced as Carter’s school bursar

· Treasurer keeps copies of transactions to report to Council

· Changing to this system is not a Ministry mandate; it is a choice for Council

· IB Program application process continues; thank you to Ms. Fedrigoni and team for completing recent application; decision expected December 2009
· This past July, six teachers attended IB training
· Site visit Nov. 2010 to Carter to evaluate the school preparations for the IB program

· IB program should begin at Carter in Sept. 2011

· Mid- term exams are at the end of October, Parent-Teacher interviews: November 12, 2009
· H1N1 hygiene etiquette – information on Council and Board websites

· Parents are requested to not plan family trips during exams – students need rest and sufficient study time

	Other Business
	· Teresa Caprini suggests a billboard display to inform parents that there is a link between student attendance and success

· Cafetorium update: Claire Sackfield (Bursar) looking for monies for new furniture; outdoor patio on hold due to student safety issues

· Music and artwork for cafetorium are being worked on

· Grade 9’s and 10’s are allowed to go outside for fresh air at lunchtime but are not allowed to leave the school grounds

· Ms. Fedrigoni – only 2 lunch periods this year; the cafetorium holds 700 students – 500 on main level and 200 in “the pit”

· With no middle lunch, Period 3 is much more productive

· There are currently 1078 students at Carter; not many Grade 12’s in the cafetorium at lunchtime – maybe 100 of ~400
