	· Purpose is to liaise between administration, parents, students, and also enforcement
· Main priority is student safety on school grounds and in the immediate area such as the woods and the Hasty Market

· Encourage students to have an open relationship with the police officers

· The officers try to visit the school at least once a week

· They do some school presentations

· Parents can contact her through the school

· Board Vice Chair Michael Carnavale passed away on Sept. 29/10 while in Italy; he was running in the upcoming election and there is only one other candidate running against him
· There will be a by-election, the other candidate cannot be acclaimed

· There are many new candidates running for trustees; get informed and go out to vote!

· Elizabeth Crowe has been acclaimed for another 4 year term

· Retention rates – the percentage of students from feeder schools 

· who go to the high school in September that they declare in June

· Carter’s retention rate is very good – over 90%

· We have many students from the public board – Carter is in a good location with regards to public transit; IB also makes Carter more attractive to potential students

· Working on a bus to Carter from Maple and Woodbridge to try to boost enrolment

· Also possibly working on changing the boundaries for St. Raphael the Archangel and St. Joan of Arc to allow those students to attend Carter

· Council fair was held Sept. 15 to 17/10 – distributed grade 9 rep. applications and sparked the interest of many students, not just grade 9’s

· President Council had brief introduction meeting on Sept. 15, they meet once a month

· Grade 12’s attended post secondary information sessions

· Student Council elected 3 grade 9 student representatives

· Three students attended Canadian Student Leadership Conference in Montreal – will present at a future meeting

· Third World Council hosting annual Thanksgiving food drive Sept. 27 to Oct. 8/10; will begin winter kit drive on November 1st.
· York Secondary Catholic President Council held first meeting on Sept. 13/10; meets once a month 
· Improving “pay it forward” motion by choosing a school every other month to reach out to the community – Carter’s month is April – will report closer to the date

· In process of planning Horizons leadership conference to be held on Nov. 5/10; 6 student leaders attending and 20 junior students participating
· Will be selling Student Privilege Cards at lunch time for the rest of October as a fundraiser – they cost $9 and Carter gets $3 for each card sold
· In process of sending donation letters to local businesses for prizes for upcoming events

· October 29 is Carter’s annual costume and council pumpkin carving contest

· Legacy is hosting it 6th annual conference on Saturday October 23rd
· Post secondary fair is on October 28th
· Grade 9 and 10 students are required to stay on campus during lunch times and throughout the day

· Grade 11 and 12 students are permitted to leave the campus during lunch hours with a signed “Permission to leave during lunches” form which can be found on first page of our council’s website

· Judy and Conny have applied for Pro Grant to have Chris Vollum come and do a presentation about Facebook and Twitter; still waiting to hear from the ministry
· Still have 3 members-at-large positions available

· Added tonight – Paul Palozzi, Meena Hari, Kareen Neudorf, Nadia Bottos-Williams and Mariella Staseff

· Refer to handout

· Motion – funds carried from 2009-2010 school year to 2010-2011 school year – motion carried

· Modified motion – above motion conditional on funds being spent – motion carried

· Mr. Maurice – clarification of discrepancies in funds

· Funds allotted to departments needs to be spent within school year

· Carter Council purpose (among others) is to connect parents to the school community and maintain a productive parent/school relationship

· Committees – Future, Budget, Hospitality, Newcomer’s, Communication, Constitution, and Uniform
· Circulate committee sign-up sheets

· Student activity report will be presented at the next meeting
· Great start to school year, thank you to Ms. Fedrigoni and Mr. Schneider

· Number one priority for parents is communication
· Mr. Schneider – Communication – Newsletter and calendar are on our council website, calendar is updated daily, parents are encouraged to use the website

· Nadia suggests a written notice to parents to look on website for the newsletter etc.

· Tightening up on attendance, electronic period by period attendance

· 2 calls home per day for student absences – periods 1 and 2, and then periods 3 and 4

· Still working out glitches with Maplewood software

· End result is more communication with families

· Mailed out late letters for students who have been late/absent more than 5 times at the end of September

· Chronic lateness will result in a lunchtime detention

· There is no need for parents to call in student absences for school trips etc.

· Parent – Paul Palozzi – speaks about Mac cards for security/attendance

· Mr. Maurice – very successful safety week, police came and conducted a lock-down drill

· Oct. 13/10 – Fire drill audit – the fire marshall does a walk through during a fire drill

· 2 big initiatives happening – Specialist High Skills Major lead by Mr. Schneider and the IB Program lead by Ms. Fedrigoni

· Mr. Schneider – Oct. 26/10 – Board rep. Carlos Sousa will present our applications for Specialist High Skills Major to the Ministry; one in business and one in information and computer technology

· Mr. Schneider is confident that we will be approved on Nov. 26 and in Sept. 2011 Carter will be offering a value added diploma with a high skills major designation

· Ms. Fedrigoni – IB Program – we are in the final stages; we will have an authorization visit Oct. 21 and 22/10 to assess readiness

· Discussion re: preparations for authorization visit and IB Program
· We are ready!  We will hear feedback approx. 2 to 3 months after visit
· Mr. Maurice thanks council for their support and patience

· Discussion re: teacher training – IB vs. non-IB; ongoing teacher training will result in all teachers being trained as IB teachers as funding becomes available
· There is a place for everyone in our school; we are very aware of “growing pains”
· Mr. Zaroski is the principal at St. Roberts CHS – he has agreed to send some grade 11 and 12 students to come and talk to Carter students about their real experiences in the IB program
· Upcoming events – Oct. 7/10 – Awards night; Oct. 14/10 – Grade 9 Curriculum night; Oct. 20/10 – Grade 10 retreat; Nov. 4/10 – Grade 8 Parent night; Tricia making a presentation about our council; Nov. 18/10 – Parent-Teacher interview night
· Ms. Fedrigoni – Holocaust Awareness Week – Jewish school community is impressed with the way that the Catholic school community remembers the Holocaust

· Board has invited Cardinal Carter, Br. Andre, St. Maximillian Kolbe and St. Elizabeth schools to be part of an evening at St. Elizabeth to remember the Holocaust
· Carter’s drama teacher Ms. Pasquariello and her drama students have created a presentation based on an operetta about the Holocaust entitled “And The Rat Laughed”; they will perform this at the special evening
· Current Enrolment is 869 students, including 332 grade 12 students

· No fear of overcrowding due to increased enrolment when Specialist High Skills Major and IB programs are initiated in Sept. 2011

· School capacity is 1,400 students

· Discussion re: bussing – pay-per-use bussing has been rearranged by York Region; there is overcrowding; Theresa Osmond is requesting a second bus and an after school bus for students involved in after school activities
